The Animal Welfare Party (formerly known as Animals Count) is a UK political party for people, animals and the environment, established in 2006. 

We are part of a network of international parties for animals, the most successful of which so far has been the Dutch 'Partij voor de Dieren' (PVDD), which has over 20 elected representatives at various levels of government. 

In the European elections of 2009 we stood in the 'Eastern' Region of England and, after very little campaigning on a shoestring budget, received an amazing 13,200 votes – not enough to win a seat that time around but enough to demonstrate that there is voter appetite for policies and a party such as ours. 

The May 2014 EU elections will soon be upon us and our party is gearing up to contest these. This time around, we form part of a movement of 5 parties from across Europe (the parties of Spain, Portugal, the Netherlands and Germany) aiming to win representation in the EU Parliament for the first time ever. We strongly believe this is history in the making and that there has never been a more exciting time to be involved in animal welfare politics. 

With an estimated 10% of the UK population vegetarian, a growing disatisfaction amongst voters with the major UK parties and consumer anger over recent food production scandals, we feel we have a very strong possibility of winning a seat – if only we can get the word out there about our party and our policies. And for this we need funds. We will stand, at the very least, in the London constituency (and others if we can afford it – it costs £5000 to enter a candidate into each constituency). Standing in London is hugely significant in that there are estimated to be around 500,000 people following some kind of vegetarian diet in London and we need just 140,000 votes to win our seat. So, in essenece we need 1 in 4 of London vegetarians to vote for us. 

We are a small party, run entirely by volunteers to date and with very limited financial resources  but the experience of our sister party in the Netherlands tells us that there is no need for this to be so. One major donor to the Dutch Party played a key role in funding their 2005 election campaign and their winning of two seats in the House of Representatives that year. 

We believe that there are many potential donors to our party out there – from celebrities following a vegan or plant-based diet to businesspeople and their families, writers and other opinion formers who have generated personal wealth. Unfortunately, we have few relationships with these kinds of people right now. 

We urgently require a Fundraising Manager to concentrate primarily on fundraising for our 2014 EU election campaign and with a focus on major donor fundraising. 

We are looking for a  Fundraising Manager who is happy to work from home, with occasional meetings (once or twice per month) in Central London. Payment would be on a percentage basis of funds raised (no basic) and we are happy to come to an agreement with the right candidate on what the percentage should be. 

We would like the Fundraising Manger to commit to working at least up until the May 2014 EU elections. A time commitment of 2 days per week or more would be ideal but we are open to discussion on this. 


In partnership with the Party Leader, the Fundraising Manager will be responsible for all fundraising activities. The successful candidate will forge new relationships to build our party's visibility, impact and financial resources. We appreciate that this may involve needing to recruit additional fundraising staff (working voluntarily) and would support the Fundrasing Manager in this. 

This job will suit you if you have excellent fundraising, communication and relationship management skills and would like to be able to use them to bring about real change for the lives of animals and ensure a healthier planet and more equiatable society for our children and grandchildren. 

In your role, you would most likely be expected to :

1. Lead the strategic and operational planning, budgeting and continuous development of Major Donor and Trust fundraising to achieve fundraising targets .

2. Ensure that all activities comply with legislative requirements. 

3. Assist with recruitment of volunteers to assist you in the fundraising department 

     4.   Maintain an active pipeline of major donors and ensure they are regularly updated 

However, if any of the above points are a cause for concern we would be happy to discuss them. 

The ideal candidate would probably have a minimum of three years experience and a substantial and successful track record of working as a Major Donor Fundraiser. 


We would like the sucessful applicant to have:


Demonstrable success in a major donor fundraising role, with experience of generating gifts in excess of £25K. 

Experience working with high net worth individuals.
Prospect research skills. 

For context, we are also looking to recruit volunteers to fill the positons of Celebrity Liaison Manager, Press / PR Manager and Social Networking Manager.
